CONSERVE  WATER: 
We are very concerned about the low levels 
of the De Bos Dam, serving all the areas of 
Greater Hermanus, in which area gardens 

may be watered only with a watering 
can and vehicles may be washed only 

from a bucket.

CONSERVE  ENERGY: 
You may be aware of the high cost of electricity and 
problems with electricity provision at times. It will be 
a good habit to always switch off unnecessary lights 

and appliances such as your geyser 
during the time of the day when you 
do not need hot water. Do not 
forget to switch off the oven when 
you have finished baking or 
cooking.

Keep moderation in mind, especially with the 
consumption of alcohol and remember that 

our beaches are alcohol free. 
Alcohol misuse is the source of many 

problems. 

BABOONS: 
We have achieved some success with measures to curb the problem of baboons foraging in 
residential areas. We have tightened waste management and in terms of a by-law declared the 
Hermanus suburbs of Voëlklip, Fernkloof, Hermanus Heights and Kwaaiwater, as well as the 
villages of Pringle Bay, Betty's Bay and Rooiels as problem animal areas. Residents and holiday 
makers in these areas must ensure that their refuse bins are baboon proof. Special 
arrangements can be made with your local area management to supply you with such bins.  
Visitors must remember that the feeding of baboons is an offence and fines can be issued. 
When you leave the area, make use of the drop off facilities created at strategic places to leave 
your last refuse bags. Do not put them out on the sidewalk.

Moenie vuur maak onder sterk windtoestande nie en 
maak asseblief seker dat u kole geblus word na 'n 
braaiery. 

BEVORDER  VERKEERSVEILIGHEID: 
Spoed en drank is die aanleidende oorsaak tot meeste padongelukke wat lewens eis. Ry stadig en 
hou by die verkeersreëls. Onthou, ons strate is openbare paaie: moenie toelaat dat kinders 
motorvoertuie bestuur nie. Met die nuwe verligtingspad in Hermanus het ons nou ook te kampe 
met verkeersirkels en voetgangerkruisings. By verkeersirkels moet u altyd toegee vir aan-
komende voertuie wat reeds in die sirkel is. Met ander woorde, die verkeer wat van regs aankom, 
geniet ryvoorrang. By voetgangerkruisings moet u altyd toegee vir 'n voetganger. Indien iemand 
die pad wil kruis, moet u tot stilstand kom en die voetganger die geleentheid gee om veilig die pad 
oor te steek.
